Every time you forward an e-mail there is inforroatileft
over from the people who got the message before yol
namely their e-mail addresses and names. As tlssages
get forwarded along the list of addresses build$ taunilds

creating a huge resource for spammers. All it takefor

someone to get a virus and the infected computersead
that virus to every e-mail address that has comesadhat
computer. Even if the address collection doesrstiltein a
virus it surely will be harvested by spammers amsone
looking to make a couple of cents for a listinggobd email
addresses. How do you stop or at least minimizeptbpa-
gation of email addresses? There are several ¢y that
we should all practice.

(1) Before you send out a forwarded e-mail, DELEATEof
the other addresses that appear in the body ofdssage
(at the top). That's right, DELETE them. Highligttem
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and delete them, backspace them, cut them, whatieiser
you know how to do. It only takes a second You MUST
click the 'Forward' button first and then you wikve full
editing capabilities against the body and headérshe
message. If you don't click on 'Forward' first, ywan't be
able to edit the message at all.

(2) Whenever you send an e-mail to more than ongope
do NOT use the To: or Cc: fields for adding e-rreal-
dresses. Always use the BCC: (blind carbon comf fior
listing the e-mail addresses. This is the way thepte you
send to will only see their own e-mail addressydéi don't
see your BCC: option click on where it says To: godr
address list will appear. Highlight the address ahdose
BCC: and that's it, it's that easy. When you sen8C€C:
your message will automatically say 'Undisclosedipie
ents' in the 'TO:' field of the people who receive

(3) Remove any ‘FW:' in the subject line. You camame
the subject if you wish or even fix spelling.

(4) ALWAYS hit your Forward button from the actual
mail you are reading. Ever get those e-mails tloat lyave
to open 10 pages to read the one page with themafiion
on it? By forwarding from the actual page you wisime-
one to view, you stop them from having to open many
mails just to see what you sent.

(5) Have you ever gotten an email that is a petRit states
a position and asks you to add your name and asldres
to forward it to 10 or 15 people or your entire geks book.

If some spyware, Trojans or or maliciophdhe
home” software slip past your firewall they mayoall
someone to take remote control of your computeattack
it other computers through your Internet connectiiiat's
why Microsoft is always sending you those secutips
dates). So a firewall that scans outbound traffienapts to
stop this. To make a longer story short, contrarplans,
the ability to check outbound traffic has not beeavided
with Vista's firewall.

Another shortcoming of Vista's firewall is thatdbes not
create a log of all attempts to contact your compfrom a
local network or the Internet. This kind of recardn be
useful if you suspect a hacker has been visitingr yom-
puter in the middle of the night. Actually, theea way
that you can modify Vista's firewall to create g knd ex-
amine outbound traffic. The process to set thissymroba-
bly more complicated than most of us would likedigal
with so | offer a much easier solution. Turn offsk4's fire-
wall and install a third party firewall program. Dot try to
use two or more firewall programs at the same tififey
do not play well together. There are a number i&wall
programs that you can purchase as well as someathat
free. I've been using the free version of Zone mldor
many years and I'm satisfied with its protectidral$o cre-

Windows XP Expires

On June 3B, 2008, Microsoft started the
death march for Windows XP. As of that
date, Microsoft stopped shipments of Win-
dows XP as a stand-alone shrink-wrapped
product. So after supplies are exhausted, you
won't be able to go into a store and purchase
Windows XP. Microsoft also stopped most sales to PC
manufacturers. So Dell, Lenovo, HP and others matl get
any new copies of Windows XP to install on theirima
stream computers. However, Windows XP, Microsoft's
longest-lived and best-loved operating system.t igning

to vanish overnight. You will still see copies b&tXP soft-
ware and/or computers with Windows XP in storeslunt
inventories and depleted.

Microsoft has made four important concessions thiit
also keep XP alive:

Microsoft will support Windows XP until April 2014 hey
will offer updates, security patches, and technggbport
until that time.

Smaller local PC makers can continue to sell PCh wi
Windows XP until January 2009.

Computers with limited hardware capabilities whiate
sometimes called ultra-low cost PCs (ULCPC) cahveigh
Windows XP Home until June 2010.

With the purchase of Windows Vista Business or Winsl
Vista Ultimate, the two most expensive version¥sta, a
customer will be able to move back to Windows XBfes-
sional via what Microsoft is calling "downgrade htg."
Details on how this will be handled have not beadiede-
fined to the public at this time. It is even possithat dif-
ferent manufacturers will handle this in differevays.

To the home users, this all means very little, sslgou
need a new computer and are violently opposed to- Wi
dows Vista. To business users, these new policidsex-
tensions mean that they will be able to keep tfieats of
Windows XP computers running for several more years
Microsoft has announced that Windows 7, the nexsiua

of Windows, will be available in 2010 so many besises
will be able to skip Vista entirely instead to Waowds 7.
Intel has already announced that they will do fhat.
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What this means for everyone is that Microsoft, levimot
writing off Vista, has made it an “interim” openadj sys-
tem. Microsoft is still pushing Windows Vista. Thee-

cently announced that Vista now supports 77,000tgns,
cameras, speakers and other devices and compomerts.
also brag that more than 140 million copies of Véind

Vista have already been sold, making it the fastefiing

operating system in Microsoft history. So Windowist¥ is
not a flash-in-the-pan like Windows ME which wasaly

replaced by Windows XP.

You will likely find one other obvious differencestween
using your old analog TV to receive analog broati;amnd
using your old analog TV with a converter box. dfuytuned
(or tried to tune) to a distant station with youd @nalog
TV, you would get a terrible picture (lots of naissic.).
With the converter box, you simply won't know a \kea
station is even there. You need a strong signal-etbn-
verter boxes have a “threshold” effect. With astreignal,
everything looks good. With a weak signal, you gédtlack
screen. So, when you are setting up your convbadrrand
TV, you may want to move your antenna (or RabbitsEa
around to get the maximum strength signal possible.

What is Identity Theft?

Identity theft is an act of impersonation. Somegais the
ability to use your personally identifying infornat to com-
mit fraud or some other crime. The item stolen rbayas
simple as your name, address, phone number, or afate
birth. Or, it can be

an actual number or document such as your socairisg
number, mother's maiden name, bank account infesmat
credit card number, driver's license number, sigeator
passwords. The thieves may rent an apartment, apesw
credit card, or open a

cell phone account in your name. You may not eveomk
about the theft until you review your credit reportare con-
tacted by a debt collector. Some victims spend hedwl of
dollars and many, many hours repairing damagestio food
names and credit records. People have been deretd m
gages and car loans, lost out on job opportunities, even
been arrested for crimes they didn't commit becafiséen-
tity theft.

How Do Thieves Steal an Identity?

Basically identity thieves are looking for an opjmity to
steal your social security number, credit card nemlor
other financial account information. They may useasety
of methods to get hold of your information inclugithe
following:

Dumpster Diving - They actually go through trashshand
dumpsters looking for discarded credit card bbiank state-
ments, and items containing your social securityniper.
Your best defense is to shred any trash that amn&@nsitive
information.

Skimming - Store clerks and restaurant workers es@ a
special device that records your credit card nunaiigle it is
being processed. Always peruse your credit carld bdre-
fully to look for unauthorized charges. If any doeind, no-
tify your credit card company immediately.

Phishing - These attacks are sent to you as enesbages,
supposedly from your bank, the IRS, PayPal, ortearatom-
pany that might have your information on file. Thesually

send you to a web page that looks legitimate, lotiadly

sends your username and password to a server duyniba

thieves. Never respond to a website that has beailed to

you. If you think the email is legitimate, go ditlgcto the

company's website before you login.

Changing your Address - Identity thieves can obtgbur
credit card and bank information by completing araje of
address form at the post office. This way theymmesonally
delivered your bank and credit card statementgolf stop
receiving your mail go to the post office and maie in-

quiry.

How Can You Protect Yourself?
Always carefully review your credit card and barthts-
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ments for discrepancies. Immediate report any simps
activity.

Order reports from the credit reporting bureaugast once
a year. Review them carefully for any entries thia not
legitimate.

Shred credit card statements, bank statementsit cmd
offers, and any other papers that contain yourguetsin-
formation.

Never throw away credit card receipts in a publiace.
Watch out for credit card receipts that may printt o
(particularly at gas stations) and be left for soneeelse to
pick up.

Do not respond to credit card or mortgage offeosnfrun-
known sources.

Do not respond to emails asking you to go to a welssl-
dress that is embedded into the email. Do not giver
personal information over the phone unless youateitl the
phone call.

Do not carry your social security card with you.

Do not post your personal information on a website.
Change your passwords frequently and use a se@s® p
word.

What Should You Do If Your Identity is Stolen?

First file an Identity Theft police report. This liMjive you
specific legal rights and automatic notificationth® three
major credit reporting agencies. These legal rights
permanently block fraudulent information from beamided
to your credit report and prevent companies froffecting
debts that resulted from identity theft.

You should also file a report to the FTC ID TheftiBion.
You can find an online form dittp://www.ftc.gov/bcp/edu/
microsites/idtheft To ensure that the problem has been
solved you should monitor your financial records &i
least three months after you

discover the crime and order credit reports on artgudy
basis for at least one year. The best way to fightheft is
to remain alert. Monitor your personal informatiemd alert
your family members of the importance of security.
